The Redil Program

REDIL means sheep fold in Spanish.
The Redil program focuses on the formation of evangelical leaders, and it is a program of motivation, discipleship and mobilization.  The idea is to provide for the leaders a solid biblical base, and afterwards taking this knowledge and applying it to outreach to their families, towns and the surrounding villages.  It is a two year program and consists of 28 courses, 16 of which are basic discipleship courses and 12 of which include tools for outreach and formation of disciples.  In addition to the classes, the leaders will have the opportunity to practice what they are learning, and will help to complete activities within their community and in surrounding villages. 

STATUTES OF THE REDIL PROGRAM  

1. The Vision: The Redil Program will develop these emergent leaders of the church, transforming their ministry through discipleship and practical ministry; preparing them in order to disciple, evangelize and serve their family, their church, their community and beyond their borders.    

2. The mission:  The Redil Program will disciple, biblically and in ministry, the emergent evangelical leaders through the moving of the Holy Spirit, causing personal transformation, with the goal of having greater impact in service to their families, church, town and beyond their borders.
